 6.19 Club Championship and League Status of Players.
A player is graded by his Championship Status e.g. if a player plays in a Senior Championship game he is graded Senior for the remainder of that Championship Year, and may not be subsequently regraded during that Championship Year. Exception:
A County, through its Bye Laws, may make provision for a player to be regraded during that Championship year subject to any guidelines issued by Central Council.
Participation in the Provincial and/or All-Ireland Club Championships, other than as allowed in Rule 6.8 Exception (2), grades a Player by the relevant status of that Championship.
A player shall not thereafter play in a current year's Competition (Championship, Relegation Play-Off, League etc.) of a lower grade than that of his current Championship status.
A player shall not lose his current Championship status by:
(1) Playing in a Senior or Intermediate Championship on a Divisional or Group Senior or Intermediate team.
(2) Playing on a College Club team in a Senior Championship, as allowed by Rule 6.8, Exception (2)
(3) Participating in a game or Competition the purpose of which is to determine Qualification/Relegation for the following year's Championship.
(4) Participation as a Temporary Substitute, as provided for in Rule 1.5 (b) Rules of Control, in a Championship Match of a higher grade than his current Championship status.
(5) Playing in a higher grade Championship in USGAA, New York, Canadian or European Board areas under Rule 6.12


Players are graded by their championship status as per rule 6.19. T.O. 2021 with the following to be added, bye law:
i)
Clubs with junior teams who have higher graded teams will name 18 players that would constitute their number one team. The 18 players named must have played on their number one team the previous year.
(ii) Clubs with junior teams will name 18 players, plus 18 more players that would constitute their number one and number two team if they have two teams' above junior level. The 18 plus 18 players' names must have played on their number one, and, or their number two teams the previous year.
(iii) Players named on the list of 18 cannot revert to playing junior championship if they have not played in the higher-grade championship during the year, with the following exception.
(iv) If one of the players listed on the 18 does not play on the named or first team, he
can apply to the Co. CCC to be regraded. The CCC will draw up regulations governing these applications. Only one application per team will be accepted.
Where rule 6.19 T.O. 2021 Part 1 has to be overruled by the playing of junior A, B & C Hurling and Football before Senior, Premier Intermediate and Intermediate Hurling or Football, clubs competing in those Junior A, B and C Hurling and Football championships with higher grade teams must, name 18 players that have played with the higher grade the previous year or season.
The list of the 18 players must be made available to any club that requests to see the list, before or during the playing of the championship.

4. Kiladangan are proposing that a player who only makes one substitute appearance in a divisional championship is still eligible to play for the team at the next lower grade in the club in divisional & county championship.
Note - The club must apply to the county ccc to have the player regraded as was the case in 2021 for a p layer named in the first 18 who didn't get any game time.
Background to motion- for years there has always been an issue in clubs where a player may make one substitute appearance early in the campaign and then doesn't see game time for the rest of the year. This can simply be due to the player not proving to be capable at playing at the higher grade or usually it happens when on any given day a team may be seriously depleted through injury or through p layers away travelling and match dates changing etc.
We believe this is detrimental to player development and player retention within clubs as no player wants to train all year play for a few minutes then not play for the rest of the year when there is a team at a
lower grade they could contribute to. And indeed, it can have a knock-on effect through all teams in a club and result in the lowest grade team struggling for numbers or been unable to field a team.
We feel with the current split season this will be an even bigger issue as divisional championships are going to be run off quickly and at irregular times depending on the progress of our county teams. A player may not expect championship to start until mid-July and like this year it could indeed start in June.
Also, it should be noted a similar system operates in Junior C and works well.

16. St. Patricks bring this motion in the hope of giving clubs and players some more notice of when they will be playing Co and Divisional Championship games. At present clubs get about two weeks’ notice of exactly when they are playing Co Championship games and about one week for Divisional championship games, even though they know for some weeks or even months the three weekends they will be playing hurling championship and the three weekends they will be playing football championship. However, with the present system they only find out about two weeks beforehand if they will be playing on Friday evening, Saturday afternoon, Saturday evening, Sunday afternoon or Sunday evening.  
We are suggesting that as soon as the teams are drawn for each group, each group be allocated a slot each weekend, so that the two matches in each group be given the same slot e.g., Week 1 on Saturday evening, Week 2 Sunday afternoon and Week 3 on Friday evening. In hurling there are 8 matches each in Senior, Premier Intermediate and Intermediate each weekend which makes a total of 24 matches on a hurling weekend. With 5 slots available each weekend we could play up to 6 games in each slot, although the CCC might feel they should play 4 games on a Friday evening and 4 or less on a Sunday evening and some extra games on a Saturday afternoon or Sunday afternoon. In football there are 4 groups in Senior and 4 groups in Intermediate making a total of 16 games on a football weekend. These could be divided over 4 slots each weekend. Playing less games on Friday or Sunday evenings might also give more slots to Divisions to play Junior A, B and possibly C games. 
This year the calender was sent to clubs in late February, the draws were made in early May which put teams in groups. Fixtures were sent to clubs in early July with the hurling and football championships starting on the last two weekends of July. We feel that the fixtures could have been made in mid-May and clubs could have had 2 months’ notice of their games. There is even a possibility that the draws could have been made in March and give clubs the fixtures in mid or late March.  
We are competing with other sports who can give their players a full season of fixtures at the beginning of the season, which usually don’t change unless there are deaths or bad weather. This is an opportunity to give our players and clubs 2, 3 or even 4 months’ notice of the main fixtures. It will also enable divisions to plan their fixtures well in advance. 
We ask the clubs to support this motion and ask the Co. and Divisional CCCs to give it their support.

19. Amendment to 6.21.5 c) to e) of official Guide as follows (deletions in red, additions in blue):

(c) Except where provided for otherwise in these Rules, in County Bye-Law or in Competition Regulation, when Teams finish with equal points for Qualification for the Concluding Stages, or for Promotion or Relegation, the tie shall be decided by the following means and in the order specified: 
(i) Where two Teams only are involved - the outcome of the meeting of the two Teams in the previous game in the Competition; 

(ii) Scoring Difference (subtracting the total Scores Against from total Scores For); 

(iii) Highest Total Score For;

(iv) A Play-Off. 
(i) a subgroup of the league group is formed (i.e. “mini-group”) which only takes into account games played between the teams involved in the tiebreaker (disregarding other matches results)

(ii) the team(s) who finishes with the most points in the “mini-group” advance(s)

(ii) Should (i) not resolve the tie, the team(s) with the best Score Difference (subtracting the total Scores Against from total Scores For) in the “mini-group” advance(s)

(iii) Should (ii) not resolve the tie, the team(s) with the “Highest Total Score For” in the “mini-group” advance(s)

(iv) Should (iii) not resolve the tie, the team(s) with the best Scoring Difference between ALL teams in the group advance(s)

(v) Should (iv) not resolve the tie, the team(s) with the “Highest Total Score For” advance(s)

(vi) Should (v) not resolve the tie, a Play-Off between the tied teams is required.
Exceptions to (c): 

Except where provided for otherwise in County Bye-Law or Competition Regulation, Regulations (i), (ii), (iii), (iv) and (v) and (iii) above shall not apply to Under 17 16 or younger age grade competitions. 
In situations where 4 or more teams are tied AND steps (i), (ii) and (iii) still result in a tie, the “non-tied” teams from the calculation are eliminated and steps (i), (ii) and (iii) are repeated involving only the relevant teams - before moving to step (iv), (v) and (vi).

In situations where one of the deadlocked teams had previously given a walkover, they are automatically removed from the tie-breaker, regardless of the results of their other games in the group. If ALL teams in the tie-breaker had previously given walk-overs, this clause is neutralised.
(d) In the event that two teams or more finish with equal points, but have been affected by a disqualification, loss of game on a proven objection, retirement or walk over, the tie shall be decided by the following means: (i) Score Difference from the games in which only the teams involved, (teams tied on points), have played each other. (subtracting the total Scores Against from total Scores For) (ii) Highest Total Score For, in which only the teams involved, have played each other, and have finished equal in (i) (iii) A Play-Off 

(e) (d) A Disqualification shall only affect further participation in the current Championship involved and not the following year’s Championship or Qualification for it. In the context of a Disqualification, in any Promotion or Relegation Process, a Team shall retain the points it has won in a Stage of the Championship run on a League Basis
